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Visited the College on 3 — 4 sept 2004. The Team was accorded a very
warm welcome by the Principal, his colleagues, the members of the College

Development Committee and students.

During its visit, the Team had a long discussion with the Principal. It
also had in depth discussion with the Faculty members and prolonged
interactions with the members of the College Development Committee, a
group of students and alumni, and a few parents. The Team went around the
building of the College, visited sports room, staff common room, NSS room
and the NCC office, the library and the laboratories. The members also

scrutinised documents presented for verification and perusal.

The Team would like to present a brief report of its visit along with its

observation, comments and recommendations.

THE COLLEGE AND THE CAMPUS

The College, which is fully funded by the Government of Karnataka
State, was established in 1980. It is housed in its spacious building located on
a piece of land admeasuring about 18 acres. It is two storey building with
areas of 872.5 sq. meters and 782 sq meters on its ground and the first floor
respectively. It has in all eight lecture halls, two laboratory halls and 10 other
rooms which are used for various purposes. There are separate toilet blocks
for Gents and Ladies. The Building is large enough to meet the present needs
of the College, However, it has planned to construct an additional block of
475 sq meter area keeping in view its future needs.

. The College has permanent affiliation with Kuvempu University. As it
- 1s fully funded by the State Government, it is under the administrative and
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financial control of the State Government. Since it is an affiliated College it

enjoys very limited academic autonomy.

The College was recognized under 2 (f) and 12 (B) sections of the
UGC act in Feb 2001 and July 2003 respectively.

THE TOWN :

Shikaripura is a town with about 45,000 as its population. It has a very

long and eventful history. The College is thus located in a semi urban area.

THE COURSES :

The College conducts undergraduate programmes leading to B.A.,
B.Sc., and B.Com., degrees. It does not run postgraduate programmes. At
B.A., level it offers Kannada, History, Economics, Sociology and Political
Science as optional subjects. The subjects of Physics, Mathematics and
Electronics are offered for the B.Sc., degree programme. The B.Com., course
